The great bulk of the Enghsh
read nothing, literally notfhing,
and he who knows something of
'rural England will agree to this.
| The easual and occasional read-
(er-reads fietion, biography, his-
tory, and no small amout of
theology in a diluted form. The
great middle class read—and
trust—their periodical literature
and their newspapers; the stud-
ents, the real readers- who feed
their minds as other men do
their bodies, read with more
thoronghness and patience than
our students, The entrance ex-
amination for any college at Ox-
ford, Cambridge, Edenburg or
Dublin is trifling compared to
the entrance examination for
Harvard University, but, on the
otherhand, both the classical and
the mathematical men who take
the highest rank herego through
an amount of reading that our
men hardly dream of.
